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Act No. 18 of 2022

THE HIMACHAL PRADESH MUNICPAL CORPORATION
(SECOND AMENDMENT) ACT, 2022

(ASASSENTED TO BY THE GOVERNOR ON 1ST OCtOBER, 2022)
AN
ACT
further to amend the Himachal Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1994 (Act No.12 of
1994).

BE it enacted by the Legidative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in Seventy-third Year of
the Republic of Indiaas follows.—

1. Short title—This Act may be caled the Himachal Pradesh Municipal Corporation
( Second Amendment) Act, 2022.

2. Amendment of section 2—In section 2 of the Himachal Pradesh Municipal
Corporation Act, 1994 (Act No. 12 of 1994) (hereinafter referred to asthe “principal Act’’),—

(@) after clause (18), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:—
“(18-a) “family” means a joint family of all persons descended from a common
ancestor including by adoption, who live, worship and mess together permanently
as shown in the Parivar Register of the Municipal Corporation;”;

(b) after clause (54) , the following clause shall be inserted, namely.—

“(54-4a) “section” means the section of thisAct;”.



3. Amendment of section 5.—In section 5 of the principal Act, in sub-section (2), at the
end of proviso for thesign “.” , the sign “:” shall be substituted and thereafter the following proviso
shall be inserted, namely:—

“Provided further that if the elections to a Corporation could not be conducted by the
State Election Commission during the duration of the Corporation due to the reasons
beyond its control, al powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Corporation
by or under this Act or any other law shall be exercised and performed by such officer
or authority, as the Government may appoint in that behalf, in the manner as provided
in section 404, from the date of expiry of the term of the Corporation till a new body is
duly constituted after completion of the election process.”.

4.  Amendment of section 43.—In section 43 of the principal Act,—
(@ inclause(t), at the end the word "and" shall be omitted; and

(b) in clause (u) for the sign "." the sign and word "; and" shall be substituted and
thereafter the following clause shall be inserted, namely:—

“(v) maintenance of Parivar Register in the manner as may be prescribed.”.

5. Amendment of section 157.—In section 157 of the principal Act, in clause (a), “after
the words “by public auction”, the words “or otherwise in the manner as may be prescribed” shall
be inserted.”.

6. Amendment of section 393.—In section 393 of the principal Act, for sub-section (1),
the following shall be substituted , namely:—

“(1) Save as otherwise provided in this Act, the Government may, by notification in
the Rajpatra (e-Gazette), Himachal Pradesh, make rules for carrying out the purposes
of thisAct.

(1A) Any rule which the Government is empowered to make under this Act, may
provide that any contravention thereof shall be punishable with fine which may extend
to Rupeesone Lakh.”.
